Broken Crockery is an inevitable---if minor---disaster resulting from wars, earthquakes and
hurricanes, so a tiny version of the block traditionally called Broken Dishes makes a sym-
bolic Civil War reproduction. The pattern was certainly popular throughout the 19th century.
Jerrye VanLeer used JellyRoll™ strips to create a small quilt with 3" blocks.

Fabric Requirements

This quilt is made from 2 1/2" JellyRoll™ strips---plus, for the outer border: a long 1/4 yd.
Borders: 2 of the 2-1/2" strips, one light, one dark. Choose these first and set aside.
Blocks: Jerrye mixed and matched her darks, mediums and lights to give a traditional
scrappy look, creating high contrast in some blocks and lower contrast in others.

Cutting the Blocks

For each block cut 2 dark and 2 light squares 2-1/2" x 2-1/2".

Cut each in half with a diagonal cut to make 2 triangles.

You need 20 blocks, so you will be cutting 80 squares in all, giving you 160 triangles.

Cutting the Borders

Light Inner Border finishes to 5/8"

1-1/8" strip of light fabric cut to the following lengths:
Sides: Cut 2 strips 15-1/2" long

Top: Cut 2 strips13-3/4" long

Dark Middle Border finishes to 3/8"

7/8" strip of light fabric cut to the following lengths:
Sides: Cut 2 strips 16-3/4" long

Top: Cut 2 strips 14-1/2" long

Light Outer Border finishes to 1-1/2"

2" strip of light fabric cut to the following lengths:
Sides: Cut 2 strips 17-1/2" long

Top: Cut 2 strips 14-1/2" long

You also need 4 squares of dark cut to 2" x 2" for the corners

Piecing the Blocks.
For each block create 4 identical sawtooth squares by seaming together light and dark tri-
angles.
