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Britain's Quilters' Guild Heritage Search found several
medallion quilts with a red manor house in the
center. The English manor house, traditionally.a
medieval country estate, is also seen on embroidered
samplers, often colored red to represent brick
architecture. This version can stand for Emma's
Hartfield, the manor house in Jane Austen's novel.
The basic house is pieced into 3 strips; windows,
doors, birds and trees are appliqued.

‘A - Cut 2 rectangles of background 2 1/2" x 5",
Applique the birds (M&N) here.
B — Cut 2 rectangles 2 1/2" 11/2" for the chimneys.

C - Cut 1 rectangle 2 1/2" x 4 1/2" of background.
Piece A's, B's and C into a long rectangle.

D -Cut a strip of background 3" x 8 1/2".
Using template cut into 2 pieces.

E - For the roof cut a rectangle 3" x 11 7/8". Use
template to cut angles. Piece a D on either

side of E to make a long rectangle.
F - Cut 2 windows 2" square. Applique to E.
G - Cut a circle using the template

H - Cut house 11" x 11 1/2". It's wider than it is tall.
I - Cut 2 rectangles 2 1/2" x 11" of background.
Piece an I to either side of H. Connect the

three pieced strips to make the house.

J - Cut a rectangle 5 1/2" x 3 1/2" for the door.
Applique to H.

K - Cut 4 windows 4" x 2". Applique to H.

L- Cut 1 window 2" x 2 1/2". Applique to H.

M & N. Use templates to cut the birds. Add scant
1/4" seam allowance. Cut 1, flip template

and cut another reversed. Applique to A.
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
