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Moda has all these pre -cut packages. Why am I trying to think up patterns? The 

obvious advantage to the pre-cuts is that you can work improvisationally because 

they have made the decisions on cutting.  You don't need a pattern! 

 

Buy a couple of packets. Clean off your design wall and start improvising. If you 

need ideas beyond what I offer here get out your book on Gee's Bend quilts . Do 

a websearch for images to see some of the great improvisational quilts by typing 

in words like Gees Bend quilts or string quilt. 

 

Here's a list of finished sizes in case you want to use the left side of your brain . 

Don't let it get control though! This is a right brain exercise. Just move things 

around till it looks right and then sew.

Precut Size = 1-1/2" x Width of Fabric (WOF) strips 

As is finish to 1" strips or squares  

 1 diagonal cut gives you a 5/8" block

Precut Size = 2-1/2" x Width of Fabric (WOF) strips 

As is finish to 2" strips or squares  

 1 diagonal cut gives you a 1-5/8" block

Layer Cakes™ 

Precut Size = 10" x 10" squares 

As is finish to 9-1/2" square 



 1 diagonal cut gives you a finished block slightly larger than 9"  

 

 2 diagonal cuts give you a finished block slightly larger than 8 1/ 2" 

 

 3 vertical cuts give you 2-1/2" strips like Jelly Rolls or 8" finished block

Charm Packs 

Precut Size = 5" x 5" squares 

As is finish to 4-1/2" square 

 

 1 diagonal cut gives you a  4-1/8" finished block  

 

 2 diagonal cuts give you a 3-3/4" finished block 

 

 2 vertical cuts give you 2-1/2" strips like Jelly Rolls or 4" finished blocks

Turnovers™ 

Precut Size = Triangles 6" x 6" x 8-1/2" 

As is piece two to finish to a 5 1/8" sawtooth square  

 

As is piece four to finish to a 7 3/8" square

Dessert Roll™ 

Precut Size = 5" x 6" x Width of Fabric (WOF) strips  

As is finish to 4 1/2" strips or squares
